The nationalities of the authors reflect the purpose of the Topic group, to
give an overview of international research on mathematics teaching within a
constructivist framework as of 1996.

There is, however, evidence
for an emphasis on social aspects within the overall constructivist framework.
Social constructivism - together with other similar theoretical starting points
— thus appears to have reached a strong position worldwide within the field
of research in mathematics education.
