Arbejderhistorieprisen

en 4. februar 2014 uddelte

SFAH, Arbejdermuseet og
Arbejdermuseets Venner i fael-
lesskab arbejderhistorieprisen
2013. Den gik i ar til cand.
mag. Kasper Serensen, der er
kendt af Arbejderhistories fa-
ste leesere. Han blev tildelt pri-
sen pa 15.000 kr. for specialet
Arbejdernes Fellesbagerier,
som blev indleveret pa Syd-
dansk Universitet i 2012.

Arbejderhistorieprisen blev

overrakt af Arbejdermuseets
direktor Louise Karlskov Skyg-
gebjerg, der sammenfattede
priskomiteens indtryk:

“Der er tale om et grundigt kil-
dearbejde der bruges som basis
1 en overbevisende analyse.

Dermed udger specialet om ar-
bejdernes fellesbagerier et vig-
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tigt bidrag til historien om Ko-
operationen.

Der inddrages en meget rele-
vant teoretisk ramme om,
hvordan de narrativer, der eksi-
sterer 1 virksomheder kan virke
bade som en vesentlig arsag til
succes og som en hamsko. Teo-
rien er ikke mindst udviklet af
erhvervshistorikeren Per H.
Hansen, men flot og relevant
brugt af Kasper i speciale.

Der er tale om et speciale,
der er velskrevet formidling og
som sadan en forngjelse at
lese.”

Selve specialets indhold kan i
korte trek opsummeres til fol-
gende:

Arbejdernes fellesbagerier var
blandt de forste og, i en perio-
de, mest succesfulde af arbej-
derbevegelsens kooperative
virksomheder — arbejderbeve-
gelsens sdkaldte “tredje
streng”. Fellesbagerierne var
oprettet og ejet af arbejderne i
feellesskab og deres formal var
at sikre billigt brod til forbru-
gerne, hvilket dermed adskilte
dem grundleggende fra traditi-
onelle virksomheders mal om
at opna den sterst mulige pro-
fit. Fra grundleggelsen af det
forste fellesbageri i Arhus i
1884 spredte de sig i lobet af et
par artier til de fleste af landets
storre byer. Indtil omkring

midten af det 20. arhundrede
havde mange fellesbagerier
succes med at presse brodpri-
serne og samtidig erobredes be-
tydelige markedsandele. Ikke
desto mindre fik fellesbageri-
erne 1 stigende grad ekonomi-
ske problemer i tiden efter 2.
Verdenskrig, hvor de ikke ev-
nede at samarbejde om omstil-
ling til moderne stordrift, og
ved midten af 1980’erne var de
fleste feellesbagerier lukket.
Fellesbageriernes historie er
altsa et eksempel pa bade suc-
ces og modgang for arbejder-
nes kooperative virksomheds-
model.

Need to know IV:
What we now know

about secret services in
the Cold War

ntelligence services make

headlines. An increasing
number of scandals and revela-
tions demonstrate that they
have been more active than one
has thought. The NSA did not
only spy on its enemies, but al-
so on US allies. It monitored
millions of people by reading
their correspondence and
eavesdropping on their conver-
sations. Unfortunately, system-
atic and scholarly research of
these activities is impossible.
We can only rely on random
data that leak sporadically.
They do not allow to paint a
complete picture of intelligence
services’ activities, focuses, re-
sults, and impact.

However, we do dispose of
archival sources of modern in-
telligence services. After the
fall of the Iron Curtain several
former communist countries
declassifi ed their state securi-
ty’s archives. Over the last
decades, this has led to a
daunting number of studies on
a wide variety of aspects relat-
ed to the Cold War, communist
regimes, dissident movements,
transnational contact between
East and West, etc.

The 25th anniversary of the
fall of the Berlin Wall is an ap-
propriate moment to make up
a balance sheet and to refl ect
on the general conclusions the
analysis of these archives has
led to. What have these sources
taught us? To what extent and
in which ways did security ser-
vices change the course of his-
tory? Have they appeared as
omnipresent and effi cient as
they are usually deemed to be?

What do the archives tell us
about Western intelligence ser-
vices?

The conference will give the
floor to authoritative special-
ists of Eastern European
archives. However, we also wel-
come abstracts that combine
archival research and reflec-
tion. We are particularly inter-
ested in a broader perspective
and would like to extend the
borders of the Eastern Bloc. In
this way, we would like to fuel
the debate on the current state
of affairs on intelligence ser-
vices and to set the directions
for future research.

The conference is organized
by the Institute of National
Remembrance — Commission
for the Prosecution of Crimes
against the Polish Nation, the
University of Leuven (KU
Leuven), the Center for Cold
War Studies of the University
of Southern Denmark, and the
Baltic Intelligence and Security
Studies Association.

The language of the confer-
ence will be English.

All those interested are en-
couraged to participate — both
as presenters and as auditors.
In the case of the presenters,
the accommodation, meals,
and travel expenses will be cov-
ered by the conference organiz-
ers.

Conference participation is
free of charge.

The deadline for conference
paper proposals is April 30,
2014. Please enclose, along
with the proposal, an abstract
of your paper of 500-700
words in English, and a copy
of one published academic text
(no less than5000-6000 words
with footnotes) or a link to it,
if it is available online. The text
can be in English, German,
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Russian, Polish, Czech, Slovak,
Danish, Swedish or French.
The conference program will
be made available by May 31,
2014.

The “Need to Know” confer-
ences were founded in 2011
and since then they have taken
place annually. The focus of
the conferences is on foreign
intelligence and they invite
scholars of intelligence studies
as well as former practioners to
an interdisciplinary discussion
of historical, current and
methodological questions with-
in the field. Intelligence studies
have benefi tted greatly from
the opening of archives in Cen-
tral Europe and it is the result
of this research in particular,
that has been presented on the
conferences.

The conferences have estab-
lished themselves as an impor-
tant meeting place for scholars
from Europe, the US, Canada
and Russia.

conference “The Economic
Iron Curtain”, part 1: “Land
Reforms and Agrarian Poli-
cies”, which will be held in
Warsaw on 25-26 November
2014.

2014 marks the 70th anniver-
sary of the communist agrari-
an reform in Poland, which
was part of a broader set of
communist-imposed agrarian
policies in the then forming So-
viet bloc. These policies played
an important role in the pro-
cess of translating Soviet polit-
ical influence into economic
and social transformation of
Central and Eastern European
states. In economic terms, it
was the first step towards the
creation of the economic Iron
Curtain. The process followed

Stalin’s famous words: “Who-
ever occupies a territory also
imposes his own social sys-
tem”.

The conference aims to bring
together researchers from vari-
ous fields of historical and so-
cial studies to take a new look
at these communist policies
and reforms. We want to ex-
plore their political, economic
and social consequences, as
well as their context, both his-
torical and contemporary. We
are interested in comparative
and interdisciplinary contribu-
tions, comparisons with non-
European experiences, and ex-
planations of theoretical and
ideological underpinnings of
specific policies.

The conference will be held
in Polish and English (with si-
multaneous interpretation).
The conference program will
be made available by May 10,
2014.

The 2014 conference opens a
series of four annual meetings
on the profound impact of the
systemic change in Eastern
Bloc economies. The following
three conferences will focus on
banking and finance, industry,
and trade and services. We en-
visage the entire project to pro-
vide a new context for the
functioning of centrally
planned economies.
