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Byline: Here, you insert your name and institution

Abstract
Research articles must include an abstract. If you are writing in Danish, the initial abstract should be in Danish, and there should be an abstract in English at the end. The abstract must be at most 150 words and have no heading. Other contributions ("Insights and Input" and book reviews) can contain an appetiser.

Keywords: Here, you insert your keywords
Manuscripts and abstracts are provided with 3-5 keywords indicating the primary content points used for categorisation and indexing in research databases.

Paper Template: DJES


Heading 1
The typography automatically selects the regular font (1 line spacing). The standard font is aligned with a straight left margin. Avoid hyphenation. The chapter starts without indentation, figures, tables, or blank lines. Indentation is applied at all other sections using the tab key, not the enter key.

Heading 2
The typography automatically selects the regular font (1 line spacing). The standard font is aligned with a straight left margin. Avoid hyphenation.

Quotations exceeding 40 words are formatted as follows:

Hyper attention excels at negotiating rapidly changing environments in which multiple foci compete for attention; its disadvantage is impatience with focusing for long periods on a non-interactive object such as a Victorian novel or complicated math problem. (Hayles, 2007, s. 187)

Note that there is a line break before and after a highlighted quotation. The reference is written as above in regular font and italics.
Shorter quotes are placed in the text with quotation marks as follows:
"It is clear, then, that throughout the reading process, there is a continual interplay between modified expectations and transformed memories" (Iser, 1978, p. 111).



Tables
Tables should be consecutively numbered with Arabic numerals and always have a table title placed above the table:

Figures, text boxes, images, etc.
Figures, graphs, photos, text boxes, and other illustrations are inserted into the article text itself. (Read specifically about the use of pictures in the writing guidelines.) Figures, etc., should be consecutively numbered and always have a caption placed below the figure, as shown in the example:

References to elements in the article (graphs, images, figures, etc.) should be made in the regular text. For example, as shown in Figure 1, Magritte could not paint pipes.

References (list section in typography)
References are listed alphabetically and formatted according to APA style: http://www.apastyle.org/. 
The reference is in regular font. Note that all lines after the first line are hanging. The formatting will occur automatically if you use list sections in the typography.

Footnotes
Footnotes are used instead of endnotes. Use as few footnotes in the text as possible. Footnotes are used for shorter relevant comments and information, while significant comments and information are included in the text. Footnotes may contain references according to the above guidelines when related to a comment or information, and thus not reference notes. Footnotes are written in the same typography as the text, but with a point size of 10. 

Abstract (in English - only for research articles)
If you are writing in Danish, an English abstract should be included at the end. The abstract is written in regular text. Please note that the response must not exceed 150 words.

Writing Tips
· Generally, write sentences with emphasis on the end (the main verb is placed at the beginning of the sentence)
· Write clearly and concisely - avoid ambiguity, long sentences, and repetitions.
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
