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C. G. SCHULTZ
29. august 1905 — 17. juli 1958

Hen over Viborg sg klang Asmild kirkes klokker i den time, da
C. G. Schultz blev stedt til hvile i hovedstaden — fjernt fra det
Jylland, han havde viet sa meget af sit liv. Jyllands fortidsminder
optog ham mere og mere i de senere dr, og hvad fik han ikke dra-
get frem! — Asmilds merkelige plan med gst- og vestkor, borg-
anlegget omkring Malling kirke, krypten under Vor Frue i Arhus,
ringborgene i Aggersborg og Fyrkat, skibsmodellen i Hvilsager,
runestenen i Asmild, balustersgjlen i Vitskgl og meget mere: store
og smd fund som han med utrettelig iver udforskede og ind-
ordnede i vor viden om Jyllands fortid.

Fra Akademiets arkitektskole kom C. G. Schuliz i sin tid til
Nationalmuseets restaureringsarkitekt C. M. Smidt som dennes
elev, og da C. M. Smidt fratradte, var Schultz selvskreven som
hans efterfglger, men da havde C. G. Schultz forlengst gjort sig
bemerket som en fremragende arkeolog og en sikker, skarpsindig
skribent. Han spendte vidt, men 1000-tallets hjemlige kultur blev
det centrale i hans forskning. De forestillinger, vi i dag kan danne
os om vore e@ldste katedraler, skyldes i fgrste rekke ham, og med
genskabelsen af fradstenskrypten under Vor Frue gav han os bog-
stavelig talt et indblik i en bygningskultur, ingen kendte bedre
end han. Det var ham kert at arbejde i det gamle materiale, han
beundrede fortidens handverk og kunne selv tildanne en frad-
stenskvader, hvis det gjaldt.

Nar vi nu ma savne nogle af de publikationer, vi kunne have
ventet fra hans hand, er det os en trgst, at han fik deite arbejde i
sten gjort ferdigt. Jysk Arkeologisk Selskab har besluttet at seette
en tavle til hans minde op i denne krypt. Ingen plads kunne veere
bedre valgt.

C. G. SCHULTZ
29th August 1905—17th July 1958

The bells of Asmild church tolled out across Viborg Lake, in
the hour that C. G. Schultz was laid to rest in the capital — far
from that Jutland to which he had devoted so much of his life.
The ancient monuments of Jutland occupied him more and more
in his later years, and the list of his discoveries there is im-
pressive: Asmild’s remarkable plan with its east and west chan-
cels, the fortress construction around Malling church, the crypt
under Our Lady’s in Aarhus, the ring-forts at Aggersborg and
Fyrkat, the model ship at Hvilsager, the rune stone at Asmild,
the baluster pillar at Vitskgl and much more. With untiring
zeal he investigated discoveries great and small, and incorpor-
ated them in our knowledge of Jutland’s early history.

From the architect school of the Academy C. G. Schuliz came
as pupil to C. M. Smidt, the restoration architect of the National
Museum, and on the latter’s retirement C. G. Schultz was an
obvious choice as his successor. But long before this Schultz had
made his reputation as a masterly archeologist and a telling and
clearsighted writer. He ranged widely, but the culture of his native
land around the year AD 1000 became the central point of his
research. Our knowledge today of our oldest cathedrals is pri-
marily due to him, and in recreating the pimpstone crypt under
Our Lady’s he gave us literally an insight into a building tra-
dition which none knew better than he. He loved to work in the
old material, he admired the ancient craftsmanship, and he could
himself, if it was called for, shape a pimpstone block.

We who now must look in vain for the publications which
we might have expected from his pen may comfort ourselves with
the fact that he left this work in stone completed. The Jutland
Archeological Society has decided to set a tablet to his memory
in this crypt. No better place could have been chosen.
