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OLE KLINDT-JENSEN - 60 AR

Arkeeologi giver mulighed for en mangeartet indsats, men det er kun de f&
beskéret at virke aktivt inden for flere af dens hovedomrader. Professor
Ole Klindt-Jensen er een af dem.

Tilsyneladende ubesveret har Klindt-Jensen gjort sig bemerket bade
som udgraver og flittig skribent, som professor og museumsleder.

Som yngre samlede han nordisk og international arkaologungdom pa
sine omfattende gravninger, forst og fremmest p& Bornholm, hvorfra man-
ge af os har gode minder om bade arbejdsomme og muntre méaneder. Det
var jernalderens borge, garde og gravpladser, der var genstand for under-
segelserne, og hurtigt efter blev de publiceret i det inspirerende vark om
Bornholm ¢ Folkevandringstiden. Hans store produktion ievrigt har en spaend-
vidde fra istidens kunst til vikingetiden, men en forkerlighed for den kel-
tiske kunst, vikingetiden og arkaeologiens historie skinner dog klart igen-
nem.

Klindt-Jensens evner og flid er dog ikke alene kommet til udtryk ad disse
veje. Da hani 1961, fra sin tjeneste som inspektor ved Nationalmuseet kom
til Arhus som professor i forhistorisk arkaeologi og senere ogsa som leder
af Forhistorisk Museum, faldt det i hans lod at skulle gennemfore professor
Globs vision om et museum i ny skikkelse pa Moesgard. Her ledede han
med sin lette hand restaurering, nybyggeri og indretning, samtidig med
at hans institut gennemgik en eksplosiv udvikling bade i studenter- og lee-
rertal og i aktivitetsomrader. I lobet af f4 ar udvikledes p4 Moesgard et
forskningsmilje for forhistorie, etnografi og middelalder, hvor museum og
institut supplerer hinanden til gavn for de feelles mal.

Internationalt er Klindt-Jensen en kendt skikkelse, bdde gennem sine
arbejder, og personligt gennem talrige rejser verden over, i de senere ar
som generalsekretzer i den internationale sammenslutning af arkaeologer
(U.L.S.P.P.).

De mange arbejdsfelter afvikles i en afslappet stil og med altid aben der.
Hvordan de overkommes er Klindt-Jensens hemmelighed.

OLE KLINDT-JENSEN - 60 YEARS

Archaeology is a multifarious discipline, but few manage to make an active
contribution in more than one or two of its main fields. Professor Ole
Klindt-]Jensen is one of these few.

Apparently effortlessly, Klindt-Jensen has made his mark as an exca-
vator and writer, professor and museum director.

In his younger days, he attracted young archaeologists from Scandinavia
and other countries to his extensive excavations, first and foremost on
Bornholm, and many of us have happy memories from this period of hard
work and good fun. The investigations concerned the strongholds, farms
and cemeteries of the Iron Age and were published shortly after in the in-
spiring work Bornholm i Folkevandringstiden (“Bornholm in the Migration
Period”). Klindt-Jensen’s prolific production ranges from Ice Age art to
the Viking Period, but a penchant for Celtic art, the Viking Period and the
history of archaeology is apparent.

Klindt-Jensen’s ability and diligence are not confined to his writing,
however. When he came to Arhus in 1961 from his post as assistant curator
at the National Museum to the chair of Prehistoric Archaeology and later
as curator of Prehistoric Museum, it fell to his lot to realize Professor
Glob’s vision of a museum of a new kind at Moesgard. He directed the re-
storation, new building and arrangement of the museum while his institute
simultaneously underwent an explosive development with respect both to
numbers of students and lecturers and to fields of activity. In the course of
a few years Moesgard developed a research capacity for prehistory, ethno-
graphy and medieval studies, in which the museum and institute supple-
ment each other to mutual advantage.

Internationally, Klindt-Jensen is well known, both for his published
work and personally from numerous visits all over the world, in recent
years as general secretary of the International Union of Prehistoric and
Protohistoric Sciences (U.I.S.P.P.).

The many tasks are carried out in a relaxed manner and with and ever
open door. How he copes is Klindt-]Jensen’s secret!
